Other citizens must contact the Brazilian Embassy in their country. 
In principle a visa-requiring participant needs an official invitation letter.

If you have any problem to obtain it please contact the Organizing Committee informing: Name, date of birth, address, number and dates of issue and expiry of the passport and fax nr of the Brazilian Embassy in your city. 
NATIONAL ANTHEM AND FLAG

Each delegation must bring 1 national flag of 2x1 meters and 1 CD with their national Anthem. Please you must give this material in the Meeting Point. The Organizing Committee will give it back to you at the end of the championship.
ARRIVAL DATE
All groups should arrive on April 29th or 30th, 2008. 
Those, who arrived earlier, please inform to the Organizing Committee.

TRANSPORT AIROPORT / HOTEL
The Organizing Committee will transport all the participants between the airport and the hotel on April 29th and 30th and on May 5th.

Those who arrived earlier can ask to the Organizing Committee to obtain this benefit.

All the groups must send to the Organizing Committee the “ARRIVAL DETAILS FORM” until April 20th. 
MEETING POINT

Members of the Organizing Committee receive all arriving groups or individual at the Meeting Point to Registration, Inscription and payments on April 29th and 30th.

WEIGHT CHECK

It will be on April 30th from 08:00 up to 12:00 and from 14:00 up to 20:00 in the IEE Gym at the Av. Mauro Ramos 275, center.  

If the competitor's weight doesn't check the same will pass for another category, or it will be disqualified in the individual sparring competition.

DEADLINES

To confirm your package choice and send the “FORM ACCOMODATION” is MARCH 25th  

The deadline to send (on line) the “GUP & DAN TOTAL INSCRIPTION FORM”, “UMPIRE FORM”, “COACH FORM”, “PHOTO FORM” and “ARRIVAL DETAILS FORM” is APRIL 20th. 
MEDICAL INSURRANCE
All the participants must have full insurance for any eventuality. The voucher presentation will be an exigency.
The event will count with “First Aid” during the competition.

Registrations won't be accepted out of the packages!
In case of cessation or if the competitor doesn't attend for any reason, there won't be reimbursement of the value pay.
PACKAGE:

The cost of the packages is given per person.
Packages prices include the following:

· Accommodation with Breakfast and Dinner on the days 1, 2, 3 and 4 - not included beverages.

All the hotels are situated in the center of the city and near the Gym by this reason there will be no internal transport for groups, only for VIPs, officials and referees.

OPENING CEREMONY

The Official Opening Ceremony will take place on Saturday May 3rd at 14:00 in the IEE Gym.

Competitors must wear Dobok or trainings.

UMPIRES

The Organization will pay accommodation for 40 Umpires elected by the Umpire Committee. 

Umpire accommodation which includes breakfast, lunch and dinner (no drinks) from Thursday 30th to Monday May 4th.

It’s necessary:  

  - To send the “UMPIRE FORM” at time.

  - To participate in the Umpire Meeting.

  - To be punctual and to have good disposition to work everyday during the event.

Other umpires that wish to participate in the championship are welcome however they must cover their own accommodation expenses. The organization will cover the lunch of the day worked.
Uniform:

They must wear the official uniform (dark blue suit, white sleeved shirt, white sports shoes, white socks, and blue tie).
It will not be allowed at any way to work as umpire wearing Dobok, training suit, colorful shoes or colorful tennis.
DRAW

Computer draws individual competitors on April 29th. 

The teams’ draws will be done in the Coaches Meeting. 

COACH

They must take part in the Coach Meeting where the keys will be delivered and the teams will be draw.

Only the coach can protest the result through the “OFFICIAL PROTEST FORM”.

Coaches must wear either a training suit or a T-shirt and pants and running shoes while coaching. They will not be able to work with slippers or with the feet naked.

The name of the country represented should have printed on the track suit or on the T-shirt.

They must carry their “COACH ID CARD” during the competition. 

Only one (1) coach of a country is allowed entering the coaching zone per competitor.

Maximum: 8 coaches per country. 

Procedure

The coach must give the “COMPETITOR ID CARD” when the competitor is called to the area to compete.  After the dispute they should remove the competitor ID Card. 
The coaches should stay seating in the suitable places during the dispute.

OFFICIAL PROTEST

R$ 200,00

The “OFFICIAL PROTEST FORM” is with the President of the Umpire Committee. 

The coach can protest 10 minutes after the result of the dispute in question through the Protest Form.

SAFETY EQUIPMENT AND PROTECTIVE WEAR

Competitors must wear:

 - Red or blue coloured hand and feet safety equipment of an approved type.

 - Groin guards must be worn inside the dobok trousers. 

 - Head guard (up to the Youthful division)

Competitors may, optionally, wear:

 - Shin protectors.

 - Breast protectors (must be worn INSIDE the dobok jacket - female only).

 - Mouth guards.

 - Head guard 

COMPETITORS

It can take part in the championship an unlimited number of competitors GUP and DAN that are registered on National’ and Ally’s Associations joined with the ITF presided by Master Trân Triêu Quan.

Competitors must fill and assign the Form of Responsibility (in case of underage of 18 years old for the parents or for the legal responsible). This form will be required at the Registration time when will be made the delivery of the Identification Card and will give the competitor’s number.

All the athletes must stay with their own Identification Card during the competition because it can be required at any time.
They must wear the official ITF Dobok. The country name must be printed above the belt level.

A number will be given to competitors to be worn under the belt level. 

The marks of the sponsors can be put on the right or on the left sleeve without exceeding the measure of 10 cm of width for 5 cm of height.

Athletes with long hair must use them tied.

The competitors’ qualification such in technique, physical and mental conditions is responsibility of the different entities that inscribe their athletes.

Awards 
Medals 1st, 2nd and one 3rd place winner. It will considerer 3rd place who loses to the
1st place in the semifinal.   
INDIVIDUAL SPARRING

All the divisions will be subdivided between male and female.

Pre-Mirim, Mirim, Infant and Youthful divisions will be subdivided for physical contexture.

Junior, Senior and Master divisions will be subdivided according to the official ITF weight table.

Match Time

Pre-Mirim and Mirim divisions – 1 round of 1m.
Infant and Youthful divisions – 1 round of 1m30s.

Junior, Senior and Master divisions – 2 rounds of 1m30s x 30” of rest.

System of Decision

The Simple System of elimination will be used.  With flags.

Tie
In case of tie game there will be extension of more one round. If the result persists the winner will be the one who marks the first point designated for three referees. 

Observation “Punch against the face”

About the facial contact with punch, there will be a strict control about the same and the referees will have an exceptional care with the inferior divisions. The contact excess can be punished with the expulsion of the athlete of the sparring competition.

INDIVIDUAL PATTERN

The divisions: Pré-Mirim, Mirim will be mixed.

The divisions: Infant, Youthful, Junior, Senior and Master will be subdivided between Male and Female.

Match System

Two competitors will do at the same time one designated pattern.

The pattern will be one of the competitors’ belt or one immediately inferior.

System of Decision

The Simple System of elimination will be used.  With flags.

Tie 
In case of tie game there will be more one dispute. If the result persists the winner will be chosen by chance. 
DAN

The ITF Tournaments and Umpires Rules shall be applied.

DIVISION OF COMPETITION
SENIOR INDIVIDUAL DIVISION: Pattern, Sparring, Special techniques and Power Test.

SENIOR TEAM DIVISIONS: Pattern, Sparring, Special Techiques, Power Test and Pre-Arranged Sparring. According the ITF rules
OTHERS BLACK BELT DIVISIONS: Indiviual Pattern and Sparring.

INDIVIDUAL SPARRING

It can take part athletes from the divisions: Infant, Youthful, Junior, Senior and Master – Male and Female.

The Infant and the Youthful divisions will be divided by physical contexture.

Junior, Senior and Master divisions will be made by the official ITF weight.

Match Time

Infant, Youthful and Juniors: 2 Rounds of 1’30’’ for 30’’ of rest.

Finals: 2 rounds of 2’ for 30’’ of rest.

Senior and Master: 2 rounds of 2’ x 30” of rest.

System of Decision

It will be made by Scoring Point Forms.
INDIVIDUAL PATTERN

It can take part all the athletes of the divisions: Infant, Youthful, Junior, Senior and Master – Male and Female.

Subdivisions

Infant and Youthful will be subdivided: 1st and 2nd Dan according to the number of competitors.

Junior will be subdivided: 1st, 2nd and 3rd Dan,

Senior will be subdivided: 1st, 2nd, 3rd and 4th up to 6th Dan,

Master will be subdivided according to the number of competitors.

System of Decision

It will be made by Scoring Point Forms.

TEAMS

Teams may consist of maximum ten (10) competitors. One Male and One Female team per country.

Any out of those ten (10) competitors may participate in pattern, sparring, power and or special technique team competition.

At any division with less than 4 teams the overalls teams points won’t be counted.

GENERAL PROCEDURES

All the athletes, coaches and umpires must own their ID Cards.

All the athletes and coaches must stay out of the competition zone, they will be allowed to enter just when they’ll be called. The coach must show the ID Card of the athlete to the umpire desk before the fight to checking procedure. After the match result the coach must take the ID Card of the athlete at the umpire desk.

Any abnormally or bad behavior of the athletes, delegates, coaches and public in general will be punished with the automatically expulsion of the same.

If the bad behavior is provided from one member of the ITF the case will be judged by the Committee of Ethics.

PHOTOS - FILMS

It won’t be allowed the presence of photographers and of any one of the press in the square.
The organization will be filming and taking photos of the event.
